                   COMMUNICATION SKILLS
Effective communication is all about conveying your messages to other people clearly and unambiguously. It's also about receiving information that others are sending to you, with as little distortion as possible.
Doing this involves effort from both the sender of the message and the receiver. And it's a process that can be fraught with error, with messages muddled by the sender, or misinterpreted by the recipient. When this isn't detected, it can cause tremendous confusion, wasted effort and missed opportunity.
In fact, communication is only successful when both the sender and the receiver understand the same information as a result of the communication.
By successfully getting your message across, you convey your thoughts and ideas effectively. When not successful, the thoughts and ideas that you actually send do not necessarily reflect what you think, causing a communications breakdown and creating roadblocks that stand in the way of your goals – both personally and professionally.
In a recent survey of recruiters from companies with more than 50,000 employees, communication skills were cited as the single more important decisive factor in choosing managers. The survey, conducted by the University of Pittsburgh’s Katz Business School, points out that communication skills, including written and oral presentations, as well as an ability to work with others, are the main factor contributing to job success.
In spite of the increasing importance placed on communication skills, many individuals continue to struggle, unable to communicate their thoughts and ideas effectively – whether in verbal or written format. This inability makes it nearly impossible for them to compete effectively in the workplace, and stands in the way of career progression.
Being able to communicate effectively is therefore essential if you want to build a successful career. To do this, you must understand what your message is, what audience you are sending it to, and how it will be perceived. You must also weigh-in the circumstances surrounding your communications, such as situational and cultural context.

Needs of Good Listening Skills
Good listening skills make workers more productive. The ability to listen carefully will allow you to: 
· Better understand assignments and what is expected of you; 
· Build rapport with co-workers, bosses, and clients; 
· Show support; 
· Work better in a team-based environment; 
· Resolve problems with customers, co-workers, and bosses; 
· Answer questions; and 
· Find underlying meanings in what others say. 
How to Listen Well:
The following tips will help you listen well. Doing these things will also demonstrate to the speaker that you are paying attention. While you may in fact be able to listen while looking down at the floor, doing so may imply that you are not. 
A good listener knows that being attentive to what the speaker doesn't say is as important as being attentive to what he does say. Look for non-verbal cues such as facial expressions and posture to get the full gist of what the speaker is telling you. 


Barriers to Listening
Beware of the following things that may get in the way of listening. 
· Worry, fear, or anger; and 
· Lack of attention span. 
· Listening is probably the most used skill in every day communication .It involves hearing and paying attention to the speaker.
· However, hearing and effective listening are completely different abilities.
· Hearing thousands of sounds every day is a normal thing for an individual. Effective   listening on contrast, involves not only hearing but also comprehending and understanding the message. However not everybody is a good listener some people prefer to talk. But to be a good communicator, what is important for an individual in both the personal sphere and at the work place is to be an effective listener.

	Interactive speaking situations include face-to-face conversations and telephone calls, in which we are alternately listening and speaking, and in which we have a chance to ask for clarification, repetition, or slower speech from our conversation partner. Some speaking situations are partially interactive, such as when giving a speech to a live audience, where the convention is that the audience does not interrupt the speech. The speaker nevertheless can see the audience and judge from the expressions on their faces and body language whether or not he or she is being understood.

	 
	Some few speaking situations may be totally non-interactive, such as when recording a speech for a radio broadcast.



	Micro-skills

	 
	Here are some of the micro-skills involved in speaking. The speaker has to:

	 
	· Pronounce the distinctive sounds of a language clearly enough so that people can distinguish them. This includes making tonal distinctions. 
· Use stress and rhythmic patterns, and intonation patterns of the language clearly enough so that people can understand what is said. 
· Put words together in correct word order. 
· Use vocabulary appropriately. . 
· Make clear to the listener the main sentence constituents, such as subject, verb, object, by whatever means the language uses. 
· Make the main ideas stand out from supporting ideas or information.
















Presentation Skills

· The difficult presentation skills path is the one where you learn to get it right first time, to be flawless in your delivery and to make no mistakes. This is "how to" learning. Learning what to do and what not do.
· The easier path is the one where you learn how presentation skills work and develop a style, which includes your idiosyncrasies and quirks. For instance, as a presenter you shouldn't cross your arms, put your hands in your pockets, touch your ear or nose, sway from side to side. 
· An area of presentation skills that seems rarely to be addressed is how we feel about ourselves when we are presenting. This is the area confidence. Here, there is also a hard route and an easy one. The hard route is to do everything yourself. To be your own critic and to monitor your own performance. This means that you have to learn to be objective about yourself. For any type of performer this takes years of dedicated work. The problem is that we are always the worst person to give ourselves advice about how we are doing. People don’t see everything that's going on inside us. This means that the best information you need about how you are doing lives in other people. You remember that old saying "Perception is reality"? 
· The point of making a presentation is to communicate ideas and concepts to other people. If they clearly get your message it makes no difference that you feel you didn't express it clearly. It would be nice if you felt good, but that can be just as deceptive! You can be having a great time banging on about something with a group of people who don't care and aren't interested.
· This is important to grasp. The hard way to present is to gather all the information you have, put it together in a faultless presentation and deliver it impeccably. The mistake here is to think that a presentation is a good medium for delivering information. 
· . There are two important factors at work here. The first is this: a strong message is conveyed by words, vocal force and demeanor. This means that a clearly defined message doesn't necessarily reside in the text or words that we choose. 
·  Everything we have been talking about is to do with keeping presentation alive and powerful. Keeping it in the moment so that no one can sleep through it. Keeping it so that no one quite knows what's coming next. Making it something that people can't switch off to. Making it interactive.











WRITING AND READING SKILLS
They are not just a set of basic skills people are taught at school. Writing and reading are an integral part of each educated individual’s life since they are the basis of written communication, in its turn, is another tool for people to express ideas, and learn about those of others.

The Importance of Effective Reading skills

· A reader has better skills for comprehending, analyzing, understanding, responding, and, finally, learning from what he or she reads.
The Importance of Effective Writing Skills

Application essays, CVs, cover letters, and even e-mails often have to represent an individual. In such cases the person’s writing is to form the reader’s opinion about the individual’s personality and abilities.

· Excellent writing is sure to earn respect. Poor writing will, on the contrary, be difficult to understand, and will leave a bad impression to the individual.
