A feasibility analysis is undertaken to determine the possibility or probability of either improving the existing system or developing a completely new system.
It helps to obtain an overview of the problem and to get rough assessment of whether feasible solution exists.
There are three aspects in feasibility study portion of the preliminary   investigation.


1) Operational feasibility

Operational feasibility covers two aspects. One is the technical performance aspect and other is the acceptance within the organization.
Operational feasibility determines how the proposed system will fit the current operations and what, if any job restructuring and retraining may be needed to implement the system.
The system is easy to learn and it will require a vary short time to learn the operation of the system for a person having knowledge in accounting. So that system was operationally feasible.
