The Victim’s Notification Information System (vnis) will be a fully automated system located at TNBI head quarters. An internet web page for VNIS will be developed and added to the TNBI main web page to allow for custodial updates and victim information modification that may be necessary. To access the web page, the victim must enter a secure id and password. At the time of offender’s arrest the local agency advises the victim they have the option to participate in automatic notification system.

The local law enforcement agency will enter the required information into their case management/booking system. The required information is comprised of victim’s identification number, telephone number and/or e-mail address. Once this information is entered, it is forwarded electronically to the TamilNadu Crime Information Center (TNCIC) for storage on the vnis server via the Chennai Online (CO) network. The victim may choose to have the option of being notified by the telephone or e-mail.

The notification can only occur for the following changes in custody status- release from imprisonment, transferred to work release, release on extended furlough, release by mandatory release, release upon expiration of sentence, escape from confinement or the offender has died. Once the notification information has been entered, the system will initiate the automated notification feature.

About the project

The project “VICTIM’S NOTIFICATION INFORMATION SYSTEM” is used to maintain the details of victims and offenders. This project consists of four modules.



1. User (Victim)



2. Administration

3. Department Head

1. Administrator user:

The administrator of VNIS is the chief of the GBI head quarters, who Administers notifying the victim, maintains the offender’s records and updates the records when required.

2. Department user:

The department user of VNIS is the chief of the jail inventory who maintains and updates the offender’s status, makes new entries and sends the information to the administrator.  

3. Victim user:



The victim of the VNIS is the one who request for the notification regarding the offender’s status.  
The Victim Notification Information System (VNIS) will be fully automated system located at TNBI headquarters. An internet Web Page for VNIS will be developed and added to the TNBI main Web Page to allow for custodial updates and victim information modifications that may be necessary (i.e. victim’s phone number or e-mail address changes). To access the Web Page, the victim must enter a secure ID and password. At the time of offenders arrest the local agency advises the victim they have the option to participate in the automatic notification system. The local agency will link the victim’s notification to the offender by assigning a unique number as an identifier for the victim. This unique number will be a combination of the agency’s Originating Agency Identifier (ORI), case number, a sequence number and the suffix of “ VIC “ to identify the victim or “ OFF” to identify the offender.

The local law enforcement agency will enter the required information into their case management/booking system. The required information is comprised of the victim’s identification number, telephone number and/or e-mail address. Once this information is entered, it is forwarded electronically to the TamilNadu Crime Information Center (TNCIC) for the storage on the VNIS server via the Chennai Online (CO) network. The victim may choose to have the option of being notified by telephone or e-mail.

In order for the notification process to begin, the local agency will enter changes in custodial data. Notification only can occur for the following changes in custody status-release from imprisonment, transferred to work release, release on extended furlough, released by mandatory release upon expiration of sentence, escape from confinement or the offender has died. Once the notification information has been entered, the System will initiate the automated notification feature.

Telephone notification is started by a call to the phone number provided by the victim. A recorded message with the offender’s name and custody status is delivered when the telephone is answered. In the case of those offenders arrested for a sexual offense, the name of the agency retaining supervisory custody will also be included as a part of message. If there is no answer at the victim’s telephone number and the recording answers, a notification message will be left on the device. If the Internet option is the chosen method of notification, an e-mail notification will be sent to the victim. In both instances TNCIC will make three attempts to notify the victim. After three attempts have been made, a message will be sent to the System and to the local law enforcement agency that originally entered the record either confirming or denying the success of the transmission. After notifying the victim, all legal Obligations of notification will have been met.
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The salient features provided in VNIS are:

1.    It provides minimal administration.

2.   Creation and updating of criminal’s history for individual                                            arrested for   designated crime within the state of TamilNadu

3. It provides the victim with access to accurate information in a rapid    

Manner.
