The US launch is expected in late 2010 or CES 2011.The Adam will run a customized version of the Android operating system. The Adam is set to be the first device marketed to contain Pixel Qi's low-power, dual-mode display. The device is one of several tablet form-factor devices launching in 2010 to include a dual-core NVIDIA Tegra 2 processor that can support 1080p video output.
